The Producer Price Index (PPI) basket measured on month – to - month basis recorded an index of 164.84 in March 2014 compared to the figure of 141.58 shown in March 2013 resulting inflationary rate of 16.43%. The food and non-alcoholic beverages products increase by 17.74% during the year, whilst that of non-food and services products registered a growth rate of 2.10%. 
However during this year price increases were mainly registered in the products of Processing and preserving of vegetable and animal oil and fats (33.10%); manufacture of other chemical products n. e. c. (29.45%); Distilling rectifying and blending of spirits (25.79%); Processing and preserving of fruits and vegetables (24.52%); Manufacturing of grain mill products (14.08%); Manufacturing of dairy products (11.16%); Processing and preserving of meat (9.52%); Manufacture of articles of concrete; cement and plaster (7.02%); Manufacturing basic chemical (6.63%); Processing and preserving of fish (6.11%); Manufacturing of paints varnishes; coating, ink  and mastics(3.85%); and Manufacture of soap; detergents; cleaning; polishing preparations (2.64%).

On the other hand, Inflation measured on quarterly-basis of the PPI basket, price has increase during the first quarter, March 2014 by 2.93%. Price increase registered for manufacturing of grain mill products (9.49%); manufacture of other chemical products n. e. c. (7.33%); processing and preserving of vegetable and animal oil and fats (7.02%); processing and preserving of meat (6.17%); Manufacturing basic chemical (4.70%); manufacturing of paints, varnishes; coating, ink  and mastics (3.85%) and processing and preserving of fish (3.75%).

Using the 12 months-moving-average measure, the inflation rate is 13.08% from April 2013 to March 2014.
